RALLY CHARACTERISTICS
1. The total route length: 398,35 km.

2. Special stages: 25.
3. The total length of the special stages: 60,85 km.
4. Round number: 2.
    Number of sections: 3.
5. Paving: tarmac – 25,65 km, gravel – 35,2 km
6. Detailed route, checkpoints and other information will be in the road book.

7. Special competition: slalom, special stages in closed roads, time rate and precise driving.
CARS AND TIRES
18. It is allowed to participate in competition with factory standard or racing cars (technically fit with the vehicle owners' civil liability insurance and current MOT voucher).

19. Cars are divided into classes:

19.1. Class I - up to 1600 cc;

19.2. Class II - up to 2000 cc;

19.3. Class III - over 2000 cc;
19.4. Class IV - EKO. Cars with no more than 140 g/km CO2 emission. 
19.4.1. Starting in this class crew must submit manufacturers data about car's CO2 emissions to rally organizers.
19.4.2. Participants of EKO class get a penalty under the emissions data:

0 –  80 g/km  –   5 sec.

80 – 90 g/km  –  10 sec.

90-100 g/km  –   15 sec.
100-110 g/km –   20 sec.

110-120 g/km –   25 sec.

120-130 g/km -   30 sec.

130-140 g/km -  35 sec.

19.4.3. All other participants of any class get a 50 second penalty before the start. No matter engine size or CO2 emission.

20. In addition, there is created VIP guests class (the organizers reserve the right to limit quantities of these class participants). Their results are not included in the journalists' class; also they are not divided by engine size or CO2 emission. There are separately awarded the best women crews (mixed crews are not included).

21. In the case there are less than four cars in the class, by race Chief. Commissioner’s decision, they are connected to the upper class. If there are no III and IV classes and there is not required number of vehicles – they compete in an individual.

22. It is forbidden to participate in classes in non-power capacity, with the exception of rule 21 above, and EKO class.
23. Participants may register only for one class.
23. Only travel-type tires are allowed.
REGISTRATION
24. Closure date of application – 2011 May 27th at 17.00. Applications are sent by e-mail roma@pressauto.lt. Details of the second driver can reach the organizers in administrative commission.
25. Team applications must be submitted by 2011 June 3rd at 9.00. (Later applications are not accepted).
26. Maximum number of participants is limited to 50 crews. By a separate decision of the organizers this number can be changed.

27. Participation in competition is open to all drivers with a driver's license. By a separate Commissioner's decision it is allowed to race without a driver's license only in the second driver position.

28. Participants must attend the commission on personally given time (20 LTL fine for each minute of delay):

29. Examination of the administrative committee is working on 3 June 2011 from 8:00 until 11:00 at Šiauliai arena.
30. The technical committee works on 2011 June 3rd from 8.00 till 11.00 in Šiauliai arena car parking. Cars are parked in the closed park till the start after technical commission.
31. Participants without having assigned starting numbers have to pass administrative and technical commission from 8:00 to 11:00.

PROMOTION
39. Stickers and their positioning presented by Autoclub of Lithuanian journalists’ are required for participants and they cannot refuse them. Any participant advertising is permitted by written consent of the organizer.

39.1 The participant may refuse to carry a mandatory advertising by paying 500 LTL + VAT fee. VIP guests and groups are not binding on advertising, except for official symbols of the rally, starting numbers.
40. The organizer provides the right amount promotional stickers for each crew, which are issued at rally base.
41. If the crew has lost the sticker with starting number, it is eliminated from the competition.
KEY REQUIREMENTS
1. Driving on special stages both crew members must were fastened helmets. Helmet checks will be conducted at the technical commission.
42. All the crew abuses during the competition are recorded in the crew time card.

43. Inspection of track sections, in which will be carried out for special events, are categorically prohibited.

44. All misdemeanours are published in the official competition board. Organizers and police officers decisions on violations of traffic rules during the competition are not protested and protests are not accepted.

45. Violated the traffic rules during the competition crew must pay a fine of 100-500 LTL.
PERFORMANCE OF THE COMPETITION
46. The official race time – local time by the Lithuanian radio signals.

47. The starting order is determined by the organizer.

48. The starting order is maintained, till the first round is passed.

49. The following starting order is determined by the achieved position in the first unofficial results of the specific stages. Later all the available time penalties are aggregated.

50. Starting procedure is carried out by support of electronic equipment:

50.1. a car with two crew members drove the start line, the judge shall write  the actual starting times in the time card (in hours and minutes);

50.2. crew gets back time card at least 30 seconds till launch. The electronic clock displays hours, minutes and seconds;

50.3. 5 seconds before the start electronic clock is starting to lit red lamp every second;

50.4. when red lamp is off, crew may start;

50.5. traffic lights stand 20-30 m and is indicating a premature start (start of movement allowed by a judge or a traffic light signal). When crew is standing on the start line, lights are shining in the red light;

50.6. 5 seconds till the start, light yellow lights lit on. If crew has started correctly, the green light lit and is shining for 20 sec.;

50.7. a premature take off – yellow light is shining for 20 seconds;

50.8. after 20 seconds in any case, once again lit the red light.

51. Starting procedure is executed by the judge:

51.1. a car with two crew members drove the start line, the judge shall write the actual starting times in the time card (in hours and minutes);

51.2. at least 30 seconds till launch, the crew get back a time card;

51.3. loud voice starts the remaining seconds to launch: “30 - 15 – 10”;

51.4. when 5 sec. are left, loud voice starts counting the remaining seconds “5-4-3-2-1”. Crew are displayed clock start;

51.5. start is allowed by raising arm with a clock.

52. Car service and fuel fill are not restricted during the race.
53. It is allowed to tow an EKO class car between stages and battery charging in break time.
54. Each car must be equipped with triangular sign of an emergency, which in case of stopping a car in a special section, must be placed in a conspicuous place at least 50 meters from the stagnant car to alert other participants of the barrier. Failing to implement this requirement can lead a fine for a crew by Commissar.
55. In a special section in the event of an accident a green sign for “OK” at the road book provided must be shown (if immediate medical assistance is not required). Otherwise the mark is shown – “Red Cross”. The sign is displayed for at least three behind going crews. Failing to implement this requirement can lead a fine for a crew by Commissar.
56. On leaving the race, participant must inform the rally director, tel. +370 612 50791
FINES
55. Can be used all the penalties provided for Lithuanian Automobile Sport Code, 2010 Lithuanian Rally Championship regulation and those additional provisions.

56. The time penalty for the following:

56.1. delays in LK - 10 sec. per minute;

56.2. rush to LK - 20 sec. per minute;

56.3. SKP lack of graduation – 60 sec.;

56.4. KP graduation absence – 60 sec.;

56.5. driving not in accordance with the scheme (route) – 60 seconds for each case;

56.6. premature lift-off – 10 sec.;

56.7. non-compliance of “Base” – 5 sec.; (wilful non-compliance “Base” action is punished by separate Commissioner's decision)
56.8. overthrown tale cones – 5 sec.;

56.9. failure rate of event or driving punishable 1.5 times the best time of event.;

56.10. specific sections of the braking zone failure – 30 sec.;

56.11. abstention from the press conferences – up to 60 seconds. (Commissioner's decision).

57. Training prior to the race cars of special stages are prohibited. For this violation – a fine of 500 LTL.
58. If the competition judges, organizers or police determined that one of the crew members consumed alcohol and blood concentrations of the rally participants is more than 0.2 parts per million, the following sanctions shall apply: removal from the race with the possible disqualification of the year competition. The same penalties apply if the rally participant is under the influence of drugs. Elimination from the competition can be applied in other cases, such as: rough road traffic violation.
PROTESTS
56. Protests filed under Lithuanian Automobile Sport Articles 171-179 of the Code.

57. Protests are submitted to competition director. If the Chief Commissioner is temporary absence of objection then served on the Secretary. The opposition shall be filed with the 200 LTL cash fee, which shall be forfeited if the protest is not met.
DEFINING RESULTS
59. XVI International Press Rally “Lithuania 2011” results are calculated by adding the times achieved in special sections, the penalty time resulting from the road sector, and other times of the fines received during the competition.

60. In case crew shown same rally time, then it is calculated a higher place if result was better in the last section. If the result is the same here – it is watched other last section, etc.

61. Points are given for each class depending on the number of crews that started in the classroom plus prize points (First place – 6 points, second place – 3 points, third place – 1 point):
Example.:
Starts 10 crews in the class:


Starts 7 crews in the class:

1st place – 10 pts + 6 (PT)


1st place – 7 pts + 6 (PT)

2nd place –   9 pts + 3 (PT)


2nd place – 6 pts + 3 (PT)

3rd place  –   8 pts + 1 (PT)


3rd place  – 5 pts + 1 (PT)

4th place  –   7 pts, etc.


4th place – 4 pts, etc.
62. The winning team is determined by adding the two team crew received points in the classes.

63. If teams score the equal result – places are determined by summation of two crew’s times.

64. Number of team crews is unlimited.
AWARDS
65. Three rally winners in the classes are awarded with diplomas.

66. Winning teams are awarded with diplomas.

67. Women crews who achieved best results are awarded separately.

68. Winning crew ceremony defend is punished of 200 LTL fine and the prizes are also lost.
PLACE OF CEREMONY 
70. Rally winners are awarded on 2011 June 4th at 19.30 in the competition closing place.
